a. October budget Actual: We were projecting a $62,644.00 surplus for the end of October.  We posted a $83,151.00 surplus instead.  This high surplus was due primarily to the Grand Annual Collection which realized for the month of October $73,024.00.  We must be aware that the offertory was slightly under what was budgeted.  However, all are extremely pleased at the progress of the Grand Annual.
b. November proposed budget was discussed and adjustments for heat/oil was made to overall budget. 
5. Fundraising efforts
a. Grand Annual {$84,716.00} earmarked for the follow projects as stated in Grand Annual Letter sent to all parishioners.

(1). Church roof  ($65,000)
